Murfreesboro Cold Patrol is 
Rutherford County’s only outreach 
service provider for the unhoused 

population in the community.   
 

MCP administered the Rutherford 
Thrives Access Rutherford 

assessment to all 309 participants.   
 

This assessment includes 
information on social 

determinants of health, current 
or prior SUD/OUD use, as well 
as desire to engage in treatment 

and recovery services. 

Harm Reduction 
  

13 overdose reversal kits 
were distributed by the mid-
point.  Training on proper 
Naloxone administration 
was provided to the client 

at time of distribution. 
 

Of the 309 people completing intake assessments, 68 were 
placed with housing partners (either addiction treatment beds 

or transitional housing programs when  
treatment beds were unavailable).  

6 individuals were placed in MCP’s housing program that 
includes recovery meeting attendance as a requirement. 
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
